Classroom Procedures


Procedures are different from rules. The classroom procedures establish how you, the student, will work in class and how you complete and present it to me. The entire class will have time to learn what the procedures are, so you know what I will expect from you. Look at the attached paper to see classroom procedures. 
Homework


All assigned homework is due at the beginning of the next class period unless told otherwise. Late homework will be accepted, but if it is over two weeks late, I reserve the right to give only half credit for the assignment, especially if you were present that day in class and choose to not do your work. There will always be extra copies of daily assignments on the front table. It is your responsibility to get notes and any other required information that you may have missed. If you have any questions or concerns about missing a class period, you need to speak to me before or after school or during a break.  Most of the times you will be given class time to complete assignments, so it is advised students use this time wisely. 
Grading
Teachers do not “give” grades, you earn them. Grades will be based on classroom participation, in- class work, tests, quizzes, projects, and current events. Students will be provided with an updated progress report to take home to parents/guardians about every two to three weeks.

You’re becoming young responsible adults and with that in mind that is the way I will treat you. Passes will not be given out during the first and last 10 minutes of class, lecture, group work, quizzes.  Before using the restroom, students must sing out and then sign back in when they return. If you are abusing these privileges, then I reserve the right to suspend or revoke them. While in the hall during transition students need to be respectful to students and teachers. Part of being respectful is using proper school language.  
Class Materials


You are responsible for being prepared everyday for class work. This means of course that having your book, a writing utensil, paper, and anything else you may need for the day’s assignment.  There will be times that you may forget to bring paper and pencil, so I will lend it to you, please ask before class starts. Students are to sharpen their pencils before class or during transition periods only!
Absences


If you are absent, as previously stated you are responsible to get any work that was assigned or collected. This means you should see the teacher upon return immediately to receive any missing work. However, many days you miss that is what you have to make up work. I do reserve the right not to allow you to make up the missing assignments if you do not get them turned in by the deadline that will be posted on the board. If you are absent this does not mean you will be excused from quizzes or tests. You must make them up within two days of your return. Make-up quizzes and tests may be completed before or after school.  This must be prearranged, and do not ask to make them up during class time.  I do not have these rules to punish you but to have organization and to stop you from getting further behind than you may already be from missing a day of school. 


If you know that you will miss some days of school ahead of time you should come speak to me to see what you may do to keep up with what the class may be working on. This may be done before or after school. 

Food/Drink 


 I will allow students to drink water, power aid zero, pop and any other drinks. Food is not permitted in the classroom, unless given as a reward. 

Cell phones

Use of cell phones WILL NOT BE PERMITTED DURING DIRECT INSTRUCTION!! They are to be turned in to the basket at the beginning of class. Students are permitted to use their cell phones during breaks. If a student is not using this privilege properly, teachers reserve the right to take this privilege away. This does not mean you may go crazy talking or texting on the phones to the point you are interrupting other classrooms or people’s right to learning within the walls of our school. Please remind parents that if they need to speak to you during class time that they need to contact the office, otherwise they will need to wait until your break time.   

Tardies


A student is tardy if he/she isn’t in their seat when the bell rings.  
If you or a parent at any time has questions or concerns, please feel free to contact me by phone, e-mail or you may come to my class and speak to me before or after school.  Hope you have a good year and have fun learning in my class! I am very excited for the school year to begin!
